Sakura and Sawara: From Samurai 
Streets to Scenic Waterways

Just a short train ride from Narita International Airport, 
Sakura is a charming town steeped in history. Once a 
bustling castle town, Sakura still offers a glimpse into its 
warrior past. Hiyodori-zaka Slope, or the Old Samurai Road, 
is a path flanked by a bamboo forest that has remained 
largely unchanged since the Edo period (1603-1868). This 
scenic route, used by samurai warriors of the Sakura liege 
lord, leads to the nearby Old Samurai houses. Here, visitors 
can explore traditional houses and artifacts from the era of 
the Sakura Clan. You can experience the lifestyle of people 
from the past, with features like thatched roofs and kitchens 
equipped with traditional Japanese stove.

Located about 30 minutes from Narita, Sawara is 
renowned for its well-preserved Edo-period charm. The 
town’s historic streets, lined with traditional buildings and 
ancient shops, evoke a sense of nostalgia. In the heart 
of Sawara, a stroll along the Ono River offers a tranquil 
boat ride through scenic waterways that once fueled the 
town’s prosperity. Just a bit farther, Suigo Sawara Ayame 
Park dazzles with its seasonal iris blossoms, providing 
a beautiful escape into nature. Additionally, Sawara’s 
rich history as a commercial hub is celebrated by the 
home of Ino Tadataka, the renowned mapmaker whose 
accomplishments are deeply rooted in the town.

Where: Tomisaki Shrine and 
other areas in the city 
The Katsuura Big Hina Matsuri 
transforms Tomisaki Shrine 
with about 1,800 decorative 
dolls on its vermillion stair-
case. This vibrant display is 
part of the Hina Matsuri Doll 
Festival and celebrates the 
arrival of spring and prays for 
the health of young girls.

When: Sep. 23–Sep. 24
Where: Ohara Beach, Isumi City
This is a festival that is held to pray for a good harvest and a 
large catch of fish, during which 19 portable mikoshi 
shrines are carried through the town and down to the sea. 
The highlight is the exhilarating “Shiofumi” ritual, where 
mikoshis are carried into the sea, moving with dynamic 
energy and creating an impressive spectacle.

Mount Nokogiri, or Nokogiriyama, captivates visitors with its 
dramatic landscapes and historical significance. Its jagged, 
sawtooth profile is a result of centuries of stone quarrying that has 
left behind striking vertical cliffs and rugged terrain. The 
mountain’s trails offer diverse experiences, from sweeping coastal 
views to ancient Buddhist sites. The summit provides breathtaking 
vistas of Tokyo Bay, with clear days offering glimpses of Mount 
Fuji on the horizon.

To reach Mount Nokogiri, you can start your journey from 
Hamakanaya Station on the JR Uchibo Line or the nearby Tokyo 
Bay Ferry terminal at Kanaya Port. The ferry ride itself is a scenic 
experience, offering lovely views of the bay and the surrounding 
coastline.  Once you arrive, you can embark on a variety of hiking 
trails that cater to different skill levels. There is also a ropeway that 
can take you to the top of the mountain. The well-maintained 
paths lead you through lush forests and past historical sites, 
including the famous Hyaku-shaku Kannon statue and the 
Daibutsu (Great Buddha statue) carved directly into the 
mountain’s rock face.

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Start your adventure on the Kominato Railway, a nostalgic 
ride from Ichihara City to Otaki Town. This diesel-powered 
line, dating back to the early 20th century, provides a 
glimpse into Chiba’s past with its vintage train cars and 
untouched wooden stations. As you travel, admire the 
picturesque rural landscapes, including fields of vibrant 
nanohana mustard flowers and the seasonal beauty 
of cherry blossoms. The Kominato Railway’s route also 
features the historic Kazusa-Tsurumai Station, preserved 
from the 1930s, and offers family-fun experiences such as 
the torokko railcar (limited availability), an open-window 
train for a thrilling ride through the countryside. With an all-
day pass, you can hop on and off to explore various stations 
and scenic spots.

The Choshi Electric Railway, starting from JR Choshi Station, 
provides a nostalgic journey along Choshi Peninsula’s 
eastern edge. Operating since 1922, this line offers a 
slow, scenic ride through historic areas and seaside views. 
Popular stops include Kannon Station, with its historic 
Enpuku-ji Temple, and Inubo Station, which is near the 
iconic Inubosaki Lighthouse. The end of the line, Tokawa 
Station, captures the essence of a traditional fishing village. 
Don’t miss the chance to try local specialties like nuresenbei 
(sauced rice crackers) and explore local shops.

At Maiwai Suzusen in Kamogawa, you can explore the colorful art of maiwai 
dyeing, which is rooted in local fishing tradition and dates back hundreds of years 
(Reservations required). Choose from intricate designs featuring cranes, turtles 
and more, and learn traditional dyeing techniques on sturdy fabric. Options 
include a one-hour session to create a frameable artwork or longer classes where 
one can craft beautiful tote bags. Each workshop wraps up with a chance to try on 
a stunning maiwai hanten coat for a memorable photo opportunity.

At Uchiwa no Ota-ya in Minamiboso, visitors can try their hand at traditional 
uchiwa fan making (Reservations required). Boshu Uchiwa, one of Japan’s three 
famous uchiwa fans, is crafted from bamboo and Japanese washi paper and 
designated as a National Traditional Craft. In the workshop, you’ll engage in the 
last few of the 21 steps  involved in the fan-making process, from spreading the 
bamboo tines to applying finishing touches. These handmade fans make great 
souvenirs and are  particularly useful during hot and humid Japanese summers.

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Located just 90 minutes from Tokyo, KURKKU FIELDS combines art, agriculture, 
and eco-friendly living in a picturesque Chiba setting. Originally an organic 
farm, this destination has grown into a hub for sustainability and creative 
expression. Enjoy farm-to-table dining, try your hand at farming activities, or 
relax in the Tiny House Village and luxurious cocoon villas. Art installations by 
Yayoi Kusama and Sebastian Masuda enhance the outdoor experience, making 
KURKKU FIELDS not only a retreat but a vibrant canvas of nature and art. You can 
also explore their innovative systems like the Bio Geo filtration and solar power 
setup through guided tours that reveal how modern tech supports eco-living.

“Iinuma Honke” is a 300-year-old sake brewery famous for a sake brand called 
“Kinoene Masamune.” It offers a brewery tour, allowing visitors to see the whole 
process of sake brewing (the tour is offered only on Saturdays from October 
to around April and requires a reservation). On the premises, a renovated 
300-year-old folk house accommodates a restaurant, “Kinoene omoya,” where 
you can enjoy lunch and dinner in a traditional atmosphere. They serve 
different dishes with seasonal ingredients for each month. As it is run by the 
brewery, you can get advice about pairing with sake.

At JAL Agriport you can indulge in a day of strawberry picking in Chiba’s cozy 
greenhouses. This interactive experience lets you hand-pick ripe strawberries, 
which are also adopted in JAL’s international first-class menus, and savor their 
sweetness straight from the source (Season: Jan. to May, *Reservations required). 
The Agriport also features a range of agricultural activities, offering a fun and 
educational way to connect with local farming practices. Visitors can enjoy seasonal 
fruits and learn about sustainable farming methods, making this an engaging stop 
for food enthusiasts and families alike.

Rolling hills, rare flowers, and a range 
of tasty German beer will leave you wondering how you 
stepped out of Japan so seamlessly. While there are rides for 
kids and adults, and even a Ferris Wheel, it wouldn’t be right 
to label Tokyo German Village as merely a “theme park.” 
Strolling the scenery, a sprawling putter golf course, picnics 
on the field, or a kid-focused day of petting zoos, rides, and 
attractions; the storybook fun never ends.

Most visit the village by car, because it’s set up so you 
can drive the entire perimeter, and stop to explore at your 
leisure. The first thing you’ll notice as you explore the park 
is the manicured hills of flowers adorning the edges. The 
gardening crew here always brings out the best colors of 
each season. The inner section of the park is painted with 
lush green fields, perfect for outdoor fun and picnics, and 
plenty of stuff to play on. If you’re looking for a “fun day” 
solution for the whole family, you’ve found it here.

Ever thought life on the farm could be fun? Mother 
Farm is here to make everyone say yes to that question! 
Much more than a petting zoo, you’ll find have hands-on 
farm tours, food, activities, and the most stunning scenery 
in Chiba. Stroll the manicured hills to admire the seasonal 
flowers, but make sure you’re in time to see the sheep 
herding show; featuring one of the pro sheep doggos 
(Sheep’s Grand Parade)! The most fun aspects of farm life 
are set up to view and experience at your leisure, but you 
might find that gazing out from this plateau over the green 
hills of Chiba down to Tokyo Bay is just what you needed in 
an outing from the city. 

Another fascinating element here is the delicacies. While 
the steak, salad, and pasta options at the restaurants are 
delicious, many will say the soft serve ice cream takes the 
true blue ribbon. 

Get out on the range here at Mother Farm, but you won’t 
have to bring rubber boots. It’s “just enough” farm for the 
day, and you’re sure to leave satisfied in every way. A direct 
bus is available from JR Kimitsu Station, but this is a perfect 
chance to cruise the roads of Chiba in your car or a rental!
